Thomas I. Cochrane, MD, MBA





Dr. Cochrane is an Assistant Professor of Neurology, Harvard Medical School and Staff Physician at Brigham and Women’s and Faulkner Hospitals.  Dr. Cochrane completed an Ethics Fellowship in 2005, and went on to be a Faculty Fellow in Ethics at the Safra Foundation Center for Ethics from 2005-2006.  He is a specialist in neuromuscular disease and is active in ethics consultation at Brigham and Women's Hospital.  He is a councilor to the Ethics Section of the American Academy of Neurology and a member of the Ethics Committee for the American Academy of Neuromuscular and electrodiagnostic Medicine. He has published bioethics-related articles in the American Journal of Bioethics, the Journal of Clinical Ethics, Archives of Internal Medicine, and letters in the New England Journal of Medicine, Hastings Center Report, and others.





Cynda Rushton, PhD, RN, FAAN





Dr. Rushton is a Professor of Nursing at The Johns Hopkins University School of Medicine’s Department of Pediatrics.  She is core faculty of The Johns Hopkins Berman Institute of Bioethics and co-chair of The Johns Hopkins Ethics Consultation Service.  She also serves as a Clinical Nurse Specialist in Ethics and Program Director of the Harriet Lane Compassionate Care Program at The Johns Hopkins Children’s Center. She received her Master’s of Science in nursing, with specialization as a Pediatric Clinical Nurse Specialist from the Medical University of South Carolina. Dr. Rushton is an internationally recognized expert in ethics and palliative and end-of-life care. She was appointed by Maryland’s governor as the first Chair of a State Council on Quality Care at the End-of-Life and served from 2002-2008.
